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Abstract. The article theoretically and empirically examines the possibility for psychological
imitation of moderators’ merciful behavior by schoolchildren. The conclusions have been
drawn on the basis of the questionnaire analysis, field-proven reliability and internal
consistency by means of SPSS Statistics. The authors have come to the following conclusions:
firstly, primary school moderators do not always show an example of compassionate behavior
to their disciples, secondly, moderators need to rethink their life position and the opportunity
to correct it in order to reveal a perfect example of compassionate behavior for children;
thirdly, the moderator should monitor his behavior in front of the children and manage
negative emotions working with the pupils; finally, the moderators’ level of personal
aggressiveness should be checked during his professional assessment test.

Summary

Cultivating mercy in children of primary school age is ingrained in the system of moral
values of the majority of the peoples and nationalities and carries great potential of cultural
renascence. In the history of pedagogical ideas J.A. Comenius, 1., Pestalozzi, I.F. Herberton,
A.F. Esterwegen, M.C. Lomonosov, K.D. Ushinsky, V.A. Sukhomlinsky were personal
examples instilling moral qualities. In social psychology, this issue had been highly regarded
by A. Bandura, A.C. Lai, J. Tard, E. Durkheim, W.A. Prosetskij, A.C. Mudrick.

Innate ability to imitate helps pupils to learn the variety of social interactions, moral
experience, cultural traditions and customs of his culture.

Imitation of moderators’ merciful behavior, which is based on the relationship
«moderator pupil”, is one of the ways voluntary and involuntary assimilation of social
experience by primary school children.

Observing moderators, primary school pupils accumulate information about various
types of behavior in different situations. In the future selecting a certain model of behavior,
they are guided by the information previously obtained. We can say that the formation of
mercy in primary school children, based on psychological imitation of the moderator, is the
algorithm: the perception of the moderators’ behavior processing received information
coding.

We have confirmed that originally primary school pupils imitate moderators’ external
behavior: his gestures (41%), facial expressions (33%), the voice volume (22%), intonation
(9%), moderators’ posture (7%), individual phrases (2%), and only gradually, children begin
to imitate moderators’ behavior in everyday situations. The child with his perceptive and
spiritual code and his goal understanding compares the meaning of moderators’
compassionate behavior.

In the survey, it has empirically been established that primary school pupils often
imitate people of the same gender and similar age. In practice, it turned out that girls often
imitate their moderators (87%), the fact which is easily explained by the real situation in the
education system, where the majority of moderators are women. It has been determined that
primary school pupils eagerly imitate young and middle-aged moderators (54,3%).

Compassionate attitude towards the world can successfully be formed in primary school
pupils only if the moderator is a highly respected person. In the majority of cases, primary
school pupils imitate their ,,favorite moderators” (54%) and ,,respected” their moderators
(19,6%), so the sample to copy for children is not only ,,Jloving moderators”, but also ,,favorite
or loved ones”.

According to the results of the second part of the questionnaire, we have found out that
primary school moderators do not always show an example of compassionate behavior.
Undoubtedly, the moderator must be aware of the fact that he is an example of involuntary
imitation for his pupils and their future behavior depends on his ethical position. It is believed
that ,,if the moderator is bad, so are his disciples”.

To sum up, we would like to emphasize, that the moderators need to rethink their life
positions firstly and if necessary to more defy them in order to be a model for the pupils.
Secondly, moderators should monitor their behavior in front of the children and manage
negative emotion while working with children. Thirdly, during the re-certification
moderators’ level of personal aggressiveness should be checked during his professional
assessment test.
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
