Abstract. This article is dedicated to analysis of the Kiev artists' art project "Fiction Gallery
Expedition” ("FGE"). The purpose of the article is to reveal the essence of understanding the
artistic creativity freedom by summarizing the results of art review and by studying existence
of objects in society. Relevance of the study is in presentation of poorly studied phenomenon
of Kiev artistic sphere of the end of XX and beginning of the XXI century. Study of the
question of creativity freedom will reveal the distinction between bias of the contemporary
artist and occasional manifestations of freedom, teetering on the edge of legality. The concept
of "artistic freedom" in art has almost always been regulated by certain conditions, starting
with the exhibition space and ending with social, moral and ethical laws. In this study, the
author finds no limits of creativity determined by the courage, deep intuition of the artistic
nature, rational and audacious embodiment of design into the unique landscape of Kiev.

Summary

The research result shows that the art project "Fiction Gallery Expedition" highlighted new
key points in the interaction between the artist and the society, cardinally expanding the
boundaries of understanding artistic creativity freedom. We can state that this innovative
approach was driven by three components: the concept, its embodiment and subsequent
existence of objects in the communicative space of the unique landscape of Kiev.

1. The outward appearance of art objects, their parameters and symbolic content were
conditional on artist's ideas of timeless constants, not related to narratives of everyday life.
The calculations of the general composition and of the volume of individual art objects
"Station 1", "Trinity" and "Om" were based on the digital space constant, equal to the number
108. It resulted in modelling universal signs which revealed the succession and firmness of
human thinking foundations. This level of freedom put the objects out of the material world.
2. Space for the objects was determined not spontaneously, but by the way of unity of sober
calculation and intuition. Thanks to calculating, the construction was carried out on the hills
visible from different points of the city. The intuition determined some kind of "places of
power", energy points with a legendary history since the pagan times. The objects were built
very quickly, within a few hours, regardless of the complexity of the transportation of
materials and water. Freedom became the audacious demonstration of ignoring the law of the
city authorities about the required permission to build "small architectural form" in the
historic center of the capital.

3. The created objects happened to be in the spotlight of Kyiv residents and guests, as they
were situated on the hills with a broad panorama of the city. Thus the rejected space of the
museum exhibition was replaced by the living existential environment. Objects were not
forbidden to touch, take pictures, write poems on them, sit and stand. However, such freedom
of communication led to the destruction some individual art objects as happened to "The
Stop", "Semirenka" and the mirror cube.

Thus, the analysis of artistic practice of the art project "Fiction Gallery Expedition" allows us
to trace the development of ideas of creativity freedom from its design and implementation to
its communication in society.

The presented study provides an opportunity to speak about the unique declaration of freedom
of artistic practice in Kiev cultural space of the late XX - early XXI century.
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
